the Internet, cable, phone and parking. Each unit is
designed to ensure privacy for each “couple” with a
common dining room, kitchen, living room, and laundry
room. Guest suites are available for out-of-town visitors,
and the condos are well located for access to Toronto
General Hospital

From all points east of London- Take Hwy 401west PAST ALL London exits (Veterans Memorial, Highbury and Wellington
Rd.). About 2kms west of Wellington Rd. you see an exit for Hwy 402 (Sarnia). Exit towards Sarnia to first exit
(Wonderland Rd). Follow Wonderland Rd. North for about 7- 10 minutes you will cross the Thames River. Turn right a first
light (Riverside Drive). London Clubhouse is just around the corner, on your right.

wxxxxxFor all those Civitans not familiar with London, | highly recommend you follow these directions. Trying to
get to the Clubhouse through the city can be a real challenge, especially during construction season.*******

Applying for Growth & Retention Funds

Canadian District West has a Growth & Retention Fund which is built up from funds collected from Clubs through the
Quarterly Billing at the rate of $1.50 per member per quarter. Due to the current surplus funds on hand, over the past 18
months the club billing has been waived with surplus funds being moved to “current income” to offset.

These Growth funds on account with District are available to Clubs to assist in their membership building process, but must
be applied for in writing.

In order to apply, Clubs must outline in detail the following in a package to be sent to the Governor for consideration at a
District Board Meeting:

 Date of planned event

* Nature of planned event (information night, seek night, trade show, etc)

* Location of planned event including rental cost

* Type of refreshments to be served, and projected costs

* Nature of planned advertising for event, and projected costs including quotes

* Planned agenda for the event, and who will speak on areas of Civitan

¢ Costs anticipated for printed material to be handed to prospective members

e Anticipated number of attendees; cost to attend

¢ Anticipated number of new prospects/members as a result of the event

¢ Financial involvement of the Club making the application
As the District Board only meets four times a year, applications should take the dates of these meetings into consideration.
Dates for District Meetings are published in the Civitan Directory. The next District meeting is March 7th, followed by one in

June. Under special circumstances, applicant Clubs MAY request the District Board meet at a Convention, dates of which are
also published in the Civitan Directory.

These are YOUR funds; this District needs to grow to replenish our shrinking membership. Why not have your Club Executive
put a business plan together and apply for assistance?
